It could be a picture of

you, but sometimes people send pictures and

videos of other people.

Is sexting illegal?
It depends on your age. If a young person under the age of 18 takes a sexually explicit image or video of

themselves then they have potentially created an indecent image of a child. By sending this content on to

another person, they have distributed an indecent image of a child. By receiving content of this kind, they

are in possession of an indecent image of a child. These acts break the law. For more information on this,

click HERE.
